A Message from Principal Jill Pittman

Dear Matador Families,

I hope you all enjoyed a wonderful and relaxing spring break! As things warm
up, a “Glows & Grows” theme is on my mind - not in the gardening sense, but
rather about JTM, our accomplishments, and our next steps. We continue to
experience so many positives, and in a world where the things that get the most
attention are often the opposite, I'd like to recap just a few of our recent “glows:”

The trip for students to the SEC game at the Sommet Center was a
blast - just not long enough! There was a nice article in the Tennessean on March 14
about our adventure and how it was used to recognize, reinforce, and reward two
things: maintaining advanced standards on three of four TCAP test areas, or improving
in three of four test areas. I made that offer to last year’s JTM students (which is why
5t grade will have to earn their rewards based on this year’s tests!) and want to do
that again for next year as a way to keep a positive focus on setting achievement
goals. We can only ask for kids to do two things: keep high standards or make
improvement.

Career Day for a smashing success! We had wonderful community leaders,
a couple of racecar drivers and Tennessee Titans, and two groups of highly engaged
students. Next year, we will partner with Nashville Music City Racing in an initiative
called Race to Read. This is a way to reward students for meeting reading goals
throughout the year. More details on that to come!

JTM’s Teacher of the Year, Amy Cate, has been selected as a finalist in the
district TOY competition! I am so not surprised at this — she is awesome!

MNPS wants to recruit great teachers and is making a commercial for that
purpose. JTM was chosen as the site for the filming and Mayor Karl Dean will
appear with some of our students to complete the project this week!

Local promoter Avi Poster selected JTM as one of four schools for an
appearance from a Chicago-based group called Messages With Hope. They will
perform for 7" and 8™ grade in March, delivering some age appropriate teen topics in
dramatic and hip-hop style! We are glad to be able to host them.

JTM has had multiple entries in recent issues of Children First!, which is
always nice - keep club and other news coming!

Ok, now for the “grows:”

As we begin our last quarter of school, we are looking toward preparing the
ground for things that will matter in the future. One of these things involves
increasing the amount of reading we require of students. Research tells us that
middle school students who engage in 40 minutes of sustained reading daily score at
the 90th percentile on the National Assessment of Educational Progress - NAEP.
Students who read 13 minutes score at the 50th percentile, and those who read only 2
sustained minutes score at the 10th percentile. We plan to implement sustained silent
reading (or shared reading) during Tuesday/Thursday flex-time for this 9 weeks.
There will be required summer reading for all students and we want to instill
solid practice for “wise,” not “wild” reflection on what is read. We will ask students to
enter very brief reflections or keep a reading log - this can be done in the student
agenda - and we’ll issue PBS for keeping up!

Yikes! I'll stop here for this time. As always, I consider myself the luckiest girl
in Nashville to have this job. We have the best kids, the nicest families, and hope for
great things to come! My door is always open if you need me.
